CONSENT:  Informed consent was given and signed informed consent document was obtained.  A full description of the procedure was provided including benefits, as well as possible complications.

OPERATIVE PROCEDURE:  The patient was brought to the procedure room and placed on the exam table in a comfortable prone position. The sterile field was prepped by Duraprep and sterile drapes.  Local anesthesia was provided by local infiltration of 2 ml of 1% lidocaine buffered with sodium bicarbonate over each injection site.

 and using fluoroscopic guidance, the needle was advanced until bony contact was made and withdrawn slightly. Attempted aspiration yielded no blood.  This procedure was repeated on the right side. Subsequently, 0.5 ml of  FORMDROPDOWN 
 contrast material was injected under direct visualization at each level, which demonstrated  FORMDROPDOWN 
. The following medications were then mixed:
