CONSENT:  Informed consent was given and signed informed consent document was obtained.  A full description of the procedure was provided including benefits as well as possible complications, including but not limited to pain, infection, bleeding, injury to spinal nerve or spinal cord, meningitis, neuritis, allergic reaction to medications, need for further procedures or surgery.

OPERATIVE PROCEDURE:  The patient was brought to the operating room and placed on the exam table in a comfortable prone position.  The place for needle placement was obtained by manual palpation, as well as radiographic confirmation.  The sterile field was prepped by Duraprep and sterile drapes.  Local anesthesia was provided by local infiltration of  FORMDROPDOWN 
ml of 1% lidocaine buffered with sodium bicarbonate at each injection site.
