CONSENT:  Informed consent was given and signed informed consent document was obtained.  A full description of the procedure was provided including benefits, as well as possible complications.

OPERATIVE PROCEDURE:  The patient was brought to the procedure room and placed on the exam table in a comfortable prone position. The sterile field was prepped by Duraprep and sterile drapes.  Local anesthesia was provided by local infiltration of 6 ml of 1% lidocaine buffered with sodium bicarbonate.

 spinal needle was placed overlying the left sacroiliac joint and using fluoroscopic guidance, the needle was advanced into the joint.  Next, a  FORMDROPDOWN 
 gauge  FORMDROPDOWN 
 spinal needle was placed overlying the right sacroiliac joint and using fluoroscopic guidance, the needle was advanced into the joint.  Attempted aspiration yielded no blood.  

Subsequently,  FORMDROPDOWN

 contrast material was injected under direct visualization into the left sacroiliac joint, which demonstrated  FORMDROPDOWN 
. Next,  FORMDROPDOWN

.Radiographs were then made. The following medications were mixed:

The total amount was divided between the two sacroiliac joints. The needles were then removed. The patient tolerated the procedure well, there were no complications.  After 30 minutes of observation,  FORMDROPDOWN 
 was ready for discharge.
