CONSENT:  Informed consent was given and signed informed consent document was obtained.  A full description of the procedure was provided including benefits as well as possible complications, including but not limited to pain, infection, bleeding, injury to spinal nerve or spinal cord, meningitis, neuritis, allergic reaction to medications, need for further procedures or surgery.

OPERATIVE PROCEDURE:  The patient was brought to the operating room and placed on the exam table in a comfortable prone position. The sterile field was prepped by an alcohol scrub, Duraprep and sterile drapes. Local anesthesia was provided by local infiltration of      ml of a 50:50 mix of 0.25% marcaine  FORMDROPDOWN 
 mixed with 1%, divided between the insertion sites. 

Using fluoroscopic guidance, a Baylis Transdiscal introducer was placed over the  FORMDROPDOWN 
 disk space at a right oblique angle with the superior articular process approximately 1/3 the distance across the disk space. The patient was awake and responsive while crossing the foramen and entering the annulus. This procedure was repeated on the left oblique. Next, a Transdiscal probe was inserted through each introducer. The position was checked in the lateral and AP projections. After satisfactory position was obtained, a radiofrequency lesion was performed at 45 degrees C for 15 minutes. The patient was awake and responsive throughout the entire lesion cycle and did not experience any leg or back pain. 
The patient tolerated the procedure well, and was taken to recovery in good condition.   FORMDROPDOWN 
 was placed in a back brace in the OR. After standard anesthesia recovery,  FORMDROPDOWN 
 was ready for discharge.   FORMDROPDOWN 
 was provided with instructions as to what to expect and  FORMDROPDOWN 
 was also given contact information and instructed to call regarding any concerning symptoms or questions.  

IMPRESSION:

1. Successful bilateral superior and inferior sinuvertebral nerve ablation for denervation of the posterior annulus of the  FORMDROPDOWN 
 disk, using the Baylis Transdiscal system.
2.  FORMDROPDOWN 
 is to follow-up in 3-4 weeks to assess the efficacy of this procedure and need for any further treatments.
